OFFERTORY

An Offertory hymn can now announced and sung. Meanwhile the people’s offerings are taken up, presented to a server and thence to the celebrant who offers them with a sign of the cross vertically over the altar stone. The server then places the offerings on the credence table. The offerings of bread and wine are then received, the large wafer being placed on paten, others on corporal and water and wine being taken to the credence table. At centre the priest uncovers the oblations, folding the veil so that the cross is on top, and places it on the Epistle side. Chalice on left rear corner of the corporal, pall on the veil.

Celebrant:  You who desire to partake of the Body and Blood of the Lord ... draw nigh ... ( ... and receive this most Holy Sacrament.  All are welcome to the Table of Our Lord.
The clergy and servers rise and return to their place in the sanctuary and kneel whilst the celebrant assisted by the Deacon communicates people, making + with the Host over each recipient, and saying:
The Body ( and Blood of our Lord Christ keep you unto life eternal.

Replace Ciborium. Genuflect, and close the tabernacle. Perform the ablutions first with wine poured by server or deacon into chalice on altar. Then with purificator wrapped around the bowl of the Chalice, with wine and water over the fingers, and finally with water alone. Wipe Chalice with purificator. Replace Chalice on corporal, fold purificator laying it across the Chalice. Place paten on top and cover with pall. Move Chalice to one side, fold corporal front edge first and place it in the burse. Place Chalice on the altar stone and cover with the veil. Place the burse on the veil, open side to the rear.
Celebrant:
